3) the organizational response by Mennonite institutions 
such as MCC Canada and other institutions to the com- 
ing of the refugees 

4) the long-term inter-ethnic relationships - direct and 
indirect - between CanadianlAmerican Mennonites and 
newcomers from the southern hemisphere, specifically 
those from Africa, Latin America and Southeast Asia

storytelling by both hosts and refugees.
